Dear Parent,

Firstly, thank you so much to so many parents for completing the SEND questionnaire.  It is such valuable feedback to help us to evaluate our provision and inform our future plans.  We were very pleased to hear such positive messages and would like to share the feedback with you, as well as some action points.

The main positive areas were that all of you find our SEND department to be approachable and professional. 100% of answers feel that the leadership of SEN is effective and 96% feel able to make appointments to see staff involved with your child as you need to.  In addition, we are so pleased that 92% of parents feel that they know how the school provides for SEN children whilst 88% of you feel well-informed about the interventions and support that your child is receiving.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]From the feedback, our main targets moving forward are to ensure that parents are informed about the involvement of outside agencies and that the staff at St Mary’s are sharing ideas for ways to support your child at home.  This is something we have taken on board and we will endeavour to feed back after external agency involvement in a timely way.  Class teachers have been reminded to share the SEN Support Plans/ EHCPs with parents on a termly basis and to ensure that ideas for how to help at home are included on this document and I will be monitoring this going forward to ensure consistency across the school.  It might be useful to know that any interventions your child attends are listed on your Parent Evening forms.
